Preamble

We, the members of The University of Southern Mississippi Anime Club hereby associate ourselves to the watching and discussion of Japanese Animation as well as the interaction in Japanese Culture.
Article I.  Name

The name of this organization shall be “Anime Club”. 
Article II. Membership

Section 1.)
The membership of this organization shall be open to any regularly enrolled USM student. He or she is entitled to regular membership, whereas faculty, staff, and non-USM students may only be active as associate members. 

Section 2.) A quorum of membership for voting purposes shall be


reached when 1/3 of the regular members are present. 

Section 3.)
Only student members in good standing may vote. 
Article III.  Officers and Duties

The officers of the organization shall be: The President, the Vice President, the Treasurer, and the Secretary. 
Their duties shall be:

Section 1.)
The duties of the President shall be to preside at all the meetings of the organization, to enforce the constitution, to decide questions of order, to appoint committee heads, to all special meetings, and to ensure the vitality and longevity of the club.

Section 2.)
The duties of the Vice President shall be to preside at all meetings in the absence of the President, and be ex-officio member of all committees.
Section 3.)
The duties of the Treasurer shall be to collect dues, keep books, make expenditures and to render regular reports upon request.

Section 4.)
The duties of the Secretary shall be to keep records of the meetings, to maintain the membership roster, to take role, and to handle correspondence.

Article IV.   Election of Officers

Elections shall be held during the second meeting of the year. Voting shall be by secret ballot; a plurality vote shall constitute the choice. 
Section 1.)
The term of office shall be Jan 2004 – May 2004.

Section 2.)
Nominations shall take place the day of election.

Section 3.)
Votes shall be counted by the adviser or the presiding officer.

Section 4.)
Installation of new members shall take place immediately.

Article V.   Qualifications of Officers

Section 1.) Student members who have attended meetings regularly 


and have paid their dues will be in good standing.
Section 2.)
Officers must be student members in good standing (as defined by the organization). Also, some organizations specify membership for at least one semester prior to holding office.
Article VI.  Faculty adviser

This group shall have a regular faculty or staff adviser who will attend meetings and advise the organization.
Article VII.  Meetings and Dues

Section 1.)
Meetings shall be held regularly at a time to be specified by the organization at the opening meeting of each semester.
Section 2.)
Dues shall not be collected unless voted upon by a 2/3 majority.
Article VIII.  Meeting Procedure 

Roberts Rules of Order shall be used as a guide by the presiding officer in all situations not covered by provisions of the constitution.

Article IX. Amendments

Amendments to this constitution shall be submitted to the President in writing for submission for the members to vote.  A 2/3 majority vote shall suffice for adoption thereof, subject to final approval by the Student/Faculty Committee on Student Organizations.
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
