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How well do you think he did? Give “Kubla Khan” a rating on the Novelty Meter.  Be prepared to explain your rating.

According to the Novelty scale, I would give Kubla Khan a rating of √64 (8). Reasons being is because the idea of Novelty is based on the idea of the mind being enriched by new things, or amusing things. While independent thinking ideas can evoke novelty among part of a society, a general farfetched stretch of the imagination based on modifying colors is bound to evoke more interest and therefore, a higher level of novelty. 

Find examples of Coleridge’s use of imagery in this poem. To what senses do these images appeal, for the most part?
Coleridge uses imagery in describing the river, and where it runs. He states that it runs through “caverns measureless to man,” and down to sunless sea. These senses appeal to the sense of sight, and to an extent, a sense of feel.
