Purpose

The current problem of parking on the USM campus

Currently, the University of Southern Mississippi has an estimated 3,250 students whom live on campus, with an additional 4,000 students whom commute to the University. In addition to students, there are also 500 full time employees and 750 part time employees which is a total of 1250 employees whom commute to the campus. Unfortunately, due to construction, and increase of enrollment, there are often times in which not enough spaces are offered for students and faculty. The graph below shows the ratio between students whom require a parking space and the amount of parking spaces available between the past five years.
