1.) Occasion: Sees a nightingale. Speaks to it, namely because he wishes to escape the world he’s in. He envies the nightingale, being in it’s wonderful environment.
2.) speaker (personality, bias): He is what seems to be drunken. He’s very passionate, in speaking to the bird. Has a slight sense of melancholy.

8.) imagery: Queen-moon/grass/thicket/fruit-tree wild; describes entire forest. And describes how much better it is compared to other things such as his normal living place.
9.) allusion: Mainly makes references to Greek things. He mentions Bacchus, Flora, and Hippocrene. He also mentions a biblical story, the one about Ruth and alien corn.
